NOW THEREFORE:

BE IT ORDAINED BY THE BOARD OF COUNTY COMMISSIONERS OF
HERNANDO COUNTY, FLORIDA:

SECTION 1. Hernando County Code of Ordinances, Section 23-138 (Computation of the amount
of road impact fee) is hereby amended to reflect a 270 day delay from February 13, 2013 to
November 10, 2013 in restoration of impact fee rates fee rates for Roads as more precisely
delineated with strike-through and underlined text on the Schedule set forth in Exhibit A, attached
hereto and made a part hereof by this reference:

SECTION II. APPLICABILITY. This Ordinance shall be applicable throughout the
unincorporated areas of Hemando County and throughout the incorporated areas of Hernando
County, to the extent permitted by Article VIII, Section 1(f) of the Constitution of the State of
Florida.

SECTION III. SEVERABILITY. It is declared to be the intent of the Board of County
Commissioners that if any section, subsection, clause, sentence, phrase, or provision of this
ordinance is for any reason held unconstitutional or invalid, the invalidity thereof shall not affect the
validity of the remaining portions of this ordinance.

1 SECTION IV. CONFLICTING PROVISIONS. Special acts of the Florida Legislature
2 applicable only to unincorporated areas of Hernando County, Hernando County ordinances, County
3 resolutions, or parts thereof, in conflict with this ordinance are hereby superseded by this ordinance
4  to the extent of such conflict except for ordinances concerning either adoption or amendment of the
5  Comprehensive Plan, pursuant to Chapter 163, part II, Florida Statutes.
6
7 SECTION V. REMAINDER. All sections, subsections, clauses, sentences, phrases, and
8  provisions of Chapter 23, Article III, Division 1, of the Hernando County Code of Ordinances not
9  amended herein shall stay the same and remain in full force and effect until amended, repealed or
10 otherwise acted upon by the Board of County Commissioners.
11
12 SECTION VL FILING WITH THE DEPARTMENT OF STATE. The clerk shall be and is
13 hereby directed forthwith to send a certified copy of this ordinance to the Bureau of Administrative
14 Code, Department of State, R.A. Gray Bldg., Room 101, 500 S. Bronough Street, Tallahassee, FL
15 32399-0250.

17 SECTION VII. INCLUSION IN CODE. It is the intention of the Board of County
18  Commissioners of Hernando County, Florida, and it is hereby provided, that the provisions of this
19  Ordinance shall become and be made a part of the Code of Ordinances of Hernando County,
20  Florida. To this end, any section or subsection of this Ordinance may be renumbered or re-lettered
21 to accomplish such intention, and the word "ordinance" may be changed to "section, "article,” or
22 other appropriate designation. Section II thorough Section VIII need not be codified.

24  SECTION VIiil. EFFECTIVE DATE., This ordinance shall take effect immediately upon filing
25  with the Department of State.
